Student dress should exemplify an atmosphere of learning. Students may not wear any type of dress or look that is
distracting or disrespectful including but not limited to vulgarity, obscenities, illegal items, tobacco, alcohol, and to the
learning environment. In terms of decisions regarding school dress, the professional judgment of teachers and
administrators will prevail. If a student is not sure if an article of clothing is dress code appropriate, he/she should bring it
to school and ask a teacher or administrator for approval before wearing the item in question. The decision of
administration makes the final decision on dress code questions/issues. Effective August 14th when a student is out of
dress code, the immediate consequence for violating the dress code a placement in ISS until the occurrence number is
determined. The first two days of school will serve as a norming grace period.

Dress Code – East Hamilton High School
Shirts

- Shirts/Sweatshirts must be school appropriate without rips or holes
- Only top two buttons may be unbuttoned on collared shirts
- No low cut tops
- No tank tops, backless bra straps showing or bare midriffs
- No sheer or see-through material
- No cap sleeves / cold shoulders / No sleeveless shirt (All shirts must have sleeves)

Pants / Shorts
- Pants/shorts may not have writing, graphics, rips, or holes
- Shorts must come 3 inches above the knees
- No sagging
- No underwear may show
- No spandex pants/shorts
- No yoga pants / jeggings / leggings
- No cargos
- No overalls
- No athletic shorts / no sweatpants

Skirts / Dresses
- None allowed unless approved by administration for religious practice/beliefs

Coats (Outerwear)
- Coats, full zip jackets, hooded-sweatshirts, and jean jackets may not be worn in the building

Shoes
- All shoes must be school appropriate may not interfere with safety (stairwells, evacuations)
- Shoes must cover the entire foot. For this reason, flip-flops, heels and house slippers, sandals, clogs or
Crocs may NOT be worn

Accessories
- No hats, caps, bandanas, full head wraps
- No book bags, back packs, or purses are allowed in classes
- No sunglasses, gloves, or blankets
- Jewelry must be school appropriate

5th 5 days of Out of School Suspension
